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WHITE WINES

PINOT GRIGIO,

Villa Maria Private Bin, East Coast, New Zealand

Pinot Grigio from New Zealand with subtle aromas of
canteloupe melons and hints of pear fruit. Villa Maria is
widely acknowledged as a premier wine-producer and this
Pinot Grigio is an incredibly versatile and popular food-
friendly wine. Dry. (13% vol)

CHENIN BLANC

Kleine Zalze Bush Vines, Stellenbosch, South Africa
Medium Dry A really exciting Chenin Blanc from South
Africa that's easy-drinking, fresh and crisp. A wine marked by
delicious ripe tropical fruit flavours and attractive aromas of

lime zest and guava, this is an excellent wine to enjoy with
spicy dishes. Medium Dry. (14% vol)

SAUVIGNON BLANC
Luis Felipe Edwards Gran Reserva, Leyda Valley, Chile

Leyda Sauvignon Blanc is fresh and full flavoured with a crisp
acidity and some mineral notes. Bright and solid, this wine is
rich with lush flavours of lime and grapefruit with a long and
attractive finish. This dry wine should be drunk soon to fully
appreciate the fresh and balanced acidity. (14% vol)

CHARDONNAY
Cono Sur Organic Colchagua Valley, Chili

This Chardonnay has been made from grapes grown

organically, It's engaging in its yellow colour with golden hues.

Its refreshing nose is very citric, with fruity aromas mingling
with some light mineral notes. The taste is seductively
complex, very fresh, with a well balanced acidity. This
Chardonnay is undoubtedly young and friendly. (13.5% vol)

RED WINES

SHIRAZ

Barossa Valley Estate E Minor, Australia

Vivid deep red in colour, with a purple hue. Aromas of dark
fruit, lifted spice and subtle oak. Vibrant red and blackberry
flavours, lively spices with great length of fruit and supporting
oak. Medium bodied with ripe flesh and rich mouth feel. Firm
acid backbone retains the freshness of ripe fruit. (13.5% vol)

MALBEC
Rare Vineyards, Pays d’Oc, France

The nose of this French Malbec is nostril-flaringly spicy

and also blatantly sweet. Violets come in, then forest floor,
plimsole and red roses. It's a blooming fungally mix in the
nostrils. To the taste it offers mellow, dry blackcurrant, with
a tangy, spicy finish. Velvet, smooth and full-bodied. Prune
arrives, plus a bit of melty chocolate. Cherry too. (13% vol)

C(RIANZATINTO

Don Jacobo Rioja, Bodegras Corral, Spain

A traditional red Rioja, matured for a minimum of 12
months in oak followed by at least a year in bottle before
release. Juicy, medium-bodied, fruit-led red. Abundant bright
raspberry aromas mingle with sumptuous cherries and
layered with a creamy barrique character. (12.5% vol)

CABERNET SAUVIGNON

Kleine Zalze Vineyard Selection, Stellenbosch, South Africa

The wine shows rich dark berry and spicy tomato leaf
aromas, which follow through onto the palate. Flavours are
well integrated with cinnamon oak spice and ripe tannins,
providing the wine with a medium-full velvety texture.
Medium full bodied wine. (14.5% vol)

ROSE

Dry, elegant rosé. Full-flavoured juicy rosé packed full of
vibrant summer fruits. Pinotage is a crossing of Pinot Noir
and Cinsaut. (13% vol)

SPARKLING WINES

Fresh, dry and fruity Italian sparkling wine made using the
Prosecco grape. A pleasant bouquet with floral-based hints
and apples. A smooth, velvety flavour and showing the classic
light, frothy fizz. (11.5% vol)
